__________________ 1. This word was first used by the military to indicate endurance sufferentia. The word was first used by Heroclitus to describe the siege of Thermopolis and the Spartans ability to endure tremendous hardship and still prevail. The word evolved to be used for the object of a siege by Roman armies and indicate the amount of suffering a group might endure before falling to the army -- suferentia. The word eventually came to English to indicate endurance in suffering for a purpose.

__________________ 2. This word was first used to describe Achilles and his relationship to the gods in which he was said to be sanguineus or of the same blood. The word was later combined in various manners the most prevalent with the prefix con- to indicate  a joining between different kingdoms through bloodlines consanguienus. Today the word has come to mean a  like  heritage or ethnicity.

_____________ 3. This word had is origins in the kitchen where the word vellere was used to indicate plucking of feathers from an animal in preparation for cooking. The word evolved into a medical term used by Hyppocratese  to describe torn flesh and what he surmised as something to be torn loose from the body that should not be there (pneumonia) convellere.  The word was used again to describe the action of the body as an evil spirit was ripped from it during the Dark Ages– convulsinem. Today the word is used to describe a violent action by a body.
