Our solution to the gum problem is two fold. First, a longer passing time between classes would give students time to think about things they need to do before they get to the classroom or they spit their gum out at the last minute. Second, a punishment instead of sitting in a detention could be to clean the gum form the sidewalks, which would have much more meaning than setting in a classroom doing nothing. 

The school can easily make time for a longer passing period by adding 5 minutes to first period and 5th for announcements. The second part of our plan can be overseen by a detention teacher one day a week, we submit Thursday. This could be instituted at the beginning of the next school term. 

The cost for the plan is minimal as the only purchased items will be those used to take up the gum. Over 80% of the students are in favor of the overall plan. Our statistics showed that students who had been in detention more than three times were not in favor. Additionally, teachers were overwhelmingly in favor of the program. We believe that the gum problem can be solved and the probability for success in adopting the plan is high.
